Recipes

Pound Cake (8” roun ke tin Heavy Cak
100g (4 oz)red or natural glace cherries 60z (180g) Plain Flour
225g (8 0z) Butter, softened 3oz (90g) Lard
225g (8 0z) light muscovado Sugar 1201z (45g) Caster Sugar
4 large eggs 30z (90g) Currants
225¢g (8 0z). Self-raising flour) Vi tsp Salt
225¢g (8 o0z) Raisins Peel (if liked)
225¢g (80z) Sultanas Milk to bind
1level tsp ground mixed spice

1tbs brandy

Pound Cake - method

Grease tin and line the base with baking parchment. Cut cherries into quarters. Rinse and dry thoroughly. Measure all of
the ingredients together and beat until thoroughly combined. Turn mixture into tin and bake for 2 - 2 174 hours. Cover the
cake with parchment paper after 1 hours of baking to prevent the cake from becoming too brown. Oven 150°C (130°C
Fan), Gas mark 2. Leave to cool in tin for 30 mins before turning out.

Knitted Poppies Pattern
Yarn: Double Knitting, Needles: 3.5mm (old size 9)

Body of Poppy

Cast on 120 stitches (sts). Rows 1-4 Knit, Row 5 Knit 3 sts together across the row(40 sts)

Rows 6-9, Knit Row 10 Knit 2 sts together across the row(20 sts)

Rows 11-14, Knit Row 15 Knit 2 sts together across the row(10 sts) Cut yarn leaving a tail of about 20cm. Thread tail
through yarn needle and slip all the remaining live sts onto the yarn tail and pull tight. Pull around into a circle and then
mattress stitch to seam for an invisible seam. Sew in ends.

Centre of Poppy
Cast on 16 sts. Cast off. Coil into a tight spiral and sew base to the centre

Add a pin for a separate poppy broach or attach a number of poppies together to form a wreath.



Rules

Exhibits may be staged on the afternoon prior to the show from 2.00pm - 5.00pm or in the evening between
6.30pm - 7.30pm. Alternatively between 7.00-9.00am on the day of the show.

Judging will commence at 9.10am sharp. The tent will remain open during judging except for the Cookery
section which will be screened for health and safety purposes.

Exhibits may not be removed from the tent until after prize giving. See rule 10 below.

Exhibitors are requested to send in their entries at the earliest possible moment but no later than 13th July
2026.

The Committee reserves the right to cancel any class and to exclude any exhibit not considered fit for exhibition.
The judges decision will be final.

The Committee will not be responsible for any physical accident, no matter how caused.

The Committee will take every possible care of the exhibits but cannot be held responsible for any loss of
damage.

Exhibitors are asked to collect their entries immediately after prize giving on show day. In the event of any
unforeseeable circumstances the Exhibitor is asked to contact the Domestic secretary at the earliest
opportunity. Any exhibit not collected by 5.30pm will be placed for collection outside of the Domestic tent.
Special prizes, cups and trophies will be presented at 3.45pm.

No exhibit shall be advertised as for sale.

All protests must be delivered to the Domestic secretary no later than 2.30pm on the day of the show. A
deposit of £5 will be required with each protest, which sum will be forfeited if, in the opinion of the section
committee, such protest is considered to have been without foundation.
